Rental Period: May 15 through October 1 as conditions permit. This agreement is not assignable or and no refund shall be made in the event that the owner is unable to use the slip during the entire rental period. Owner should be prepared to vacate docks by October 1.
Insurance: Boat Owners are required to make sure that their vessel and it’s equipment are adequately insured against all risks including but not limited to: fire, theft, vandalism, storm damage and third party liability claims. Owner will provide a certificate of insurance to JEM. JEM is hereby expressly released and relieved of and from any and all liability and claims for damage or loss, except that occasioned by the negligence of JEM.

Power and Water: Power and water are provided for incidental use at no additional charge. The continuity of electric power is not guaranteed and perishable foods should be removed from the boat in the Owners absence. Power and water outlets are not dedicated to any particular slip and for are the general use of all marina customers. Please coil hoses and cords so that they don’t pose a safety hazard.

Weather: It is the Owners responsibility to secure the boat with adequate number and size dock lines, chafe gear and fenders. If the dock lines chafe gear and fenders require adjustment or replacement due to weather conditions, Owner authorizes JEM to take action to prevent damage or decrease risk to the boat without liability to JEM. Time and material charges will apply.

Hurricanes/Extreme Weather: In the event of an approaching hurricane or storm, JEM may require the slips to be vacated. In such case, emergency haul out service will be available.

Dock Gear: Dock boxes, steps, permanent fenders and other dock gear may be installed with the permission of JEM. JEM is not responsible for their installation or removal unless specifically requested.

Transient Use Of Slips: In the event that you take your boat out over night, please let the dock staff know of your estimated return. You slip will likely be used to accommodate transient boaters and we will make every effort to have your slip open anticipating your return.

Dock Assistants: Are available during normal business hours. Please let them know ahead of time if you will need their help leaving or returning to the your slip. Remember, they are not experienced boat handlers and should not be counted on to dock your boat in difficult conditions.

Fuel: Requests to fuel your boat for you are billed at the pump price plus the labor required moving the boat to and from the fuel dock.
Dinghies: May be water stored at the slip as long as it does not encroach on the neighboring slip holder. A dinghy dock is also available. Alternately, the dinghy may be stowed on the main dock in such a way that it does not create a hazard.

Waste Pump-Out Service: It is illegal to discharge waste overboard in Rockland Harbor. JEM offers two easy access pump-out stations at our fuel docks. Pump outs are $5.00 per 20 gals.

Bathrooms: Are located in the marina office and are available only during business hours. 24hour rest rooms are available - please inquire for the combination.

Showers: Are not included in the slip rental and are $2.00 each

Parking: Weekday parking in JEM designated parking spots only and limited to 2 vehicles per boat. Weekend parking is less restricted and all parking spots are available. For longer term parking, please consult the marina office. Cars must display a JEM decal. Inquire at the office.

Trash: A dumpster is located at the far end of the marina office building. Please dispose only household trash. For oil, antifreeze, fuel  or other special waste, please contact JEM for assistance, fees for special disposal will apply.

Bilges:  You are required to keep an oil absorbent device in your bilge and keep bilges clean.  Pumping contaminated bilge water overboard is illegal and may void this rental agreement.

Dogs: Please keep your pet on a leash and clean up after it.
